The built-in Lightmeter

makes i t  easier  for  you to get  the correct  aperture
for  whatever shut ter-speed is used.
Ins t ruc t i ons :  Move  sca le ,  by  push ing  the  m i l l ed
square (e) ,  to e i ther lef t  or  r ight  unt i l  the f i lm-
speed ( for  instance 1B DIN or 50 ASA) appears in
ei ther window (d)  or  ( f ) .  Now focus on the subject
and turn the set t ing r ing (b)  unt i l  the two pointers
in the l ightmeter window (a)  precisely cover each
other.  Now you can read of f  any combinat ion of
shut ter-speed-aperture (c)  and t ransmit  both to the
se t t i ng  r i ngs  on  the  lens  ba r re l .

Shutter-speed setting

Turn shut ter-speed r ing to the selected speed. The
correct  speed 1/soo,  1/ ' tzs,  1/ao,  1/ to wi l l  then be pro-
per ly set  of f  in the shut ter  mechanism when the
shu t te r  i s  re leased .

On  "8 "  se t t i ng  the  shu t te r  w i l l  s tay  open  as  long
as the re lease is  kept  depressed. For th is purpose
the camera has to be put  on a t r ipod and a cable
release has to be used (12).

Setting the aperture

Turn aperture r ing (4)  by using the two black
handles and set  the selected lens opening opposi te
the  index  mark ing .

Setting the distance

In the centre of  the crystal - f rame f inder you can
see  the  b r igh t  c i r cu la r  f i e ld  o f  t he  coup led  range-
f inder.  As long as the subject  is  not  correct ly
focused, the lat ter  appears wi th double image in
the  range f inder  f i e ld .
Tu rn  focus ing  (1 )  un t i l  t he  doub le  ou t l i nes  fuse
into one image. Now the camera is  set  for  the
correct  d istance.

Of course,  you can also use the footage scale
or the red snapshot markings for  focusing:
O (4112 feet)  = Portra i ts ,  V (11 feet)  = GrouP,
O (33 feet  or  more) :  landscapes.

The crystal-frame inside the viewfinder

ou t l i nes  c lea r l y  i n  l i f e -s i ze  the  p i c tu re  you  w i l l  ge t .
On  shor t  sub jec t  d i s tance  the  two  sma l l  l i nes
w i th in  the  f i nde r  w i t l  i nd i ca te  the  l im i ta t i ons  o f
the picture area -  between 3 and 7 feet  e i ther
ho r i zon ta l l y  o r  ve r t i ca l l y .

The Rapid-wind

A lways  tu rn  one  fu l l  sw ing ,  thus  cock ing  the
shutter ,  t ransport ing the f i lm, and advancing the
frame-counter.  There is  a lso an automat ic double-
ex.posure prevent ion in connect ion wi th the shut ter
re lease.
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The Shutter release

Press quickly and smoothly -  do not  jerk,  th is
may otherwise resul t  in b lurred pictures.

Aperture and Depth of Field

The depth of  f ie ld is  that  zone of  the picture which
is suf f ic ient ly  and sharply rendered'  in f ront ,  as
wel l  as behind the focused distance.  l t  is  taken
from the distance in feet  opposi te the selected
aperture on the depth of  f ie ld scale (2)  to the
distance set t ing opposi te the same aperture value
on the other s ide of  the A mark.
Please remember:  When using a large aperture
(2.8 or  4)  you wi l l  get  a short  depth of  f ie ld.  When
us ing  a  sma l le r  aper tu re  (11  o r  16 )  you  w i l l  ge t
a large depth of  f ie ld.

Flash shots

The camera is  X-synchronized.  The f lash uni t  is
connected wi th the camera thru the f lash contact
(19).  When using f lash bulbs (Type XM-1/PF-1 or
AG-1) the shut ter-speed must be 1/so (not  above).
When using electronic f lash uni ts,  a l l  shut ter-
speeds up to 1/roo can be used.
The Guide number of  the respect ive f lash bulbs
or uni t  has to be used in order to f igure out  the
correct  aperture.  This guide number can usual ly  be
found in the instruct ions coming wi th the equipment.

Practical Accessories

o For b lack and whi te or  color  f i lm there is  a range
of Voigt l r inder f  i l ters in var ious colors and densi t ie l .
o For c lose-up shots there is  the Voigt l i inder
PROXIMETER.
o The Voigt l i inder sun-shade not  only keeps out
al l  s t ray l ight ,which may spoi l  thecontrastand the
picture sharpness,  but  is  a lso useful  for  protect ing
the lens in "bad weather"  shots.



Loading the camera
o Press spr ing catch (5) ,  open camera back and
pu l l  knob  a l l  t he  way  ou t  (6 ) .  See  No .  I
r  At tach f i lm to the take-up spool  (16) wi th one
ho le  o f  the  pe r fo ra t i on .  Pu l l  t he  f i lm  ac ross  the
f i lm  channe l ,  d rop  f i lm  case t te  i n to  p lace ,  and
push  the  rew ind  knob  a l l  t he  way  back .  See  No .  l l
.  P ress  down bu t ton  (11 )  and  tu rn  take -up  spoo l
a t  the  m i l l ed  edge  un t i l  bo th  s ides  o f  the  pe r fo ra -
t ion are engaged on the sprocket  of  the t ransport
sp ind le  (17 ) .  Now c lose  camera  back .  See  No .  l l l
.  Tu rn  f i lm  coun te r  (14 )  un t i l  t he  d iamond  mark  I
on the 36 exposure,  respect ively the O on the
20 exposure,  appears opposi te the red dot .  Now
operate rapid wind (10) and re lease (7)  a l ter-
nat ively unt i l  the counter  is  set  to e i ther 36 or  20.
Now the  coun te r  w i l l  au tomat i ca l l y  show the
number of  f rames lef t  each t ime the f i lm is
advanced.

Fi lm advance contro l

Once  the  f i lm  has  been  p roper l y  l oaded ,  the
rewind knob should turn ant i -c lockwise wi th every
advance stroke.  The turning of  the rewind knob
wi l l  s tar t  af ter  about 3 to 6 f rames depending on
the  f i lm  tens ion  in  the  ca r t r i dge .

Unloading the camera

Press  down bu t ton  (11 )  and  ho ld  i n  tha t  pos i t i on .
Sw ing  ou t  c rank  and  re tu rn  f i lm  (6 )  un t i l  t he  I  mark ,
respect ively O mark,  appears once again in the
coun te r  w indow.  Re lease  bu t ton ,  open  camera
back,  pul l  rewind knob al l  the way out ,  and remove
cartr idge.

Changing part ly  exposed f i lm

Make a note of  the last  f rame taken,  then remove
and  re inse r t  f i lm ,  pa r t l y  exposed ,  j us t  as  desc r ibed
above. Then press down shut ter  re lease,  let  go,
press again and keep depressed. Now wind the
f i lm  th ru  the  camera  un t i l  t he  coun te r  shows  once
more that  f  rame number last  exposed. Let  go
shutter  re lease and advance one f rame. Now the
res t  o f  t he  f i lm  can  be  exoosed  in  the  usua l fash ion .l l l us t r .  l l l



Guarantee

In common wi th a l l  other Voigt l i inder products,  a
guarantee cert i f icate is  enclosed wi th th is camera.
P lease  check  tha t  you r  dea le r  du ly  f i l l s  i n  and
stamps th is cert i f icate.  Only then wi l l  you be sure
that  i f  the camera needs at tent ion wi th in the
durat ion of  the guarantee -  as shown on the
cert i f icate -  that  th is wi l l  be given f ree of  charge
by one of  our appointed serv ice agents or  by the
factory i tsel f .
Keep the guarantee cert i f  icate even af ter  the
expiry date.  ln case of  loss you wi l l  need to refer
to the camera and lens numbers registered on
the cert i f icate.
